‘The business is growing
every year, and we’ve just
been through a recession.

‘I still get angry some-
times, even though I say I've
accepted the condition. But if
I just focus on it then I'll feel
more ill.’

Sam Willoughby, 38 and
from north Hampshire, is
managing director of internet
business What’s On 4, which
runs the job search website
Mum & Working.

She said: ‘We’ve got five
judges and they’re looking
for a person with a flexible
career around a family, and
in this case she has an illness
as well.

‘The standard of entries has
been amazing. I did the short-
listing and it was incredibly
hard to get it down.

‘But I guess with Lisa it’s
not just about family, it’s
about her other challenges as
well.”
